Open from 11am until late 

evening, this is a magical place in which to unwind and discover the city’s skyline. 

 

Located within a traditional inner courtyard, the landscaped Mimosa Garden owes its charm 

to a combination of sun, nature and privacy. Guests will be able to treat themselves to classic 

sangria and tinto de verano specially created with Mimosa syrup, and a great selection of 

Andulsian-inspired tapas including ‘Spanish potato salad’ and ‘Ibérico cured ham served with 

tomato brushed bread’.  Open from 11am to 11pm, this is the perfect oasis to enjoy al fresco 

local flavours in a relaxing atmosphere this summer.
