In the chef’s words, “As a fourth generation chef, for me, food is an opportunity to bring 

people pleasure and happiness! My food is vibrant and emotional. My vision is to provide an 

unforgettable experience for the diners in my restaurants. Emotion is the starting point, 

authenticity is the common thread and creative flair brings self-expression.”

She then returned home to run her family’s restaurant before opening her own 

eponymous establishment in Paris in 1999. Two year later, she won her first Michelin star. 

She opened her eponymous restaurant at the Connaught in July 2008, gaining a Michelin star 

in 2009 and a second in January 2011.
