Fresh organic ingredients such as fiddleheads, fava 

beans and ramps serve as the foundation for many of these shared summer dishes including: Fritto 

Misto ruby shrimp, clams, squid and market vegetables served with a spring garlic aïoli, Ricotta 

Fouetté whipped sheep’s milk ricotta served with wild herb olive oil, Rillette de Lapin rabbit 

confit served with olive oil, smoked sundried tomatoes and green olives, Tartine d’Oursins de Mer 

Maine sea urchin served with a citrus butter, guanciale and brioche and Risotto de Saison served 

with wild ramps, fiddleheads, porcini mushrooms and local ricotta.
